Mr. Al Heigl, 

My letter of June 14th (attached) which was sent by regular and certified mail and delivered to your Mensa address of record (POB 177 Northfield, MN) at 4:22pm on June 19, 2006 as confirmed by the USPS, advised you that the Hearings Committee had decided to hear the charges submitted by the Advocate, Guy Conti, against you and listed the following four charges: 

1 - That Al Heigl did and is illegally using Mensa's trademark and AML copyrighted material.
2 - That Al Heigl is illegally using members' copyrighted material from Mensa publications.
3 - That Al Heigl has wrongfully held forth that his website is the official website of Minnesota Mensa.
4 - That Al Heigl's illegal actions regarding the mnmensa.org domain name cost American Mensa a considerable amount of money.


It went on to list the members of the Hearings Committee and potential alternates.  It then listed your options under Rule 5 C 3a of the Policies and Rules Governing the Conduct of National Hearings as follows:


1 – Contest the charges in which case a hearing will be held in Minnesota.

2 – Not contest the charges but ask for a hearing to determine penalties.

3 – Not contest the charges and waive the right to a hearing in which case the Hearings Committee would render a decision without holding a hearing.

I then asked you as per Rule 5 C 3a if these charges were contested and if so which one(s) and requested you reply promptly.  You have failed to reply and now a fourth charge; Failing to timely cooperate with the Hearings Committee as required by Rule 5 C 3b.
If I do not hear from you by August 1, 2006 the Hearings Committee will assume you do not contest the charges and/or have no defense against them.  We will then hold a hearing by electronic means on September 16th to determine what sanctions should be levied upon you.  Should this not be acceptable you must advise me by August 1st that you wish an in person hearing and one will be scheduled in September in your local group’s area.
